Can I be baptized only if I read the
whole Bible? Are only perfect people allowed?
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No, it is not like that.
Nobody is perfect.

But I have made many mistakes and done hurtful things in my life.

[ feel like I can’ t tell anyone about my mistakes
and I don’ t think I can be forgiven.
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It’ s ok. Everyone has made mistakes in life and
experienced broken relationships. Through baptism,
God completely forgives you and claims you as His
child. You can be forgiven of anything because Jesus
carried all your sins to the cross and he died for
your sins so that you don’ t have to.
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If someone makes mistakes others label them as a bad person.
If someone becomes ill, they are labeled sick.
If someone fails at something, they are labeled weak.
Sometimes, people even label themselves and think
that nobody needs them or hates them. They ask themselves,
“what is the meaning of my life, who am 1?”
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Through baptism, God delivers you His whole heart.
“This is my Son, the Beloved,

with whom I am well pleased” s

RIRAEEE 3:17 fLER (Matthew 3:17)
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The pastor said, “I baptize you in the name of
the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.” Then the pastor
poured water on me three times.

At that time, my heart was cleansed.

My heart felt warm and positive.
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God forgives all your sin. In life, many people may
label you as something negative, but from now
on your only label is “child of God!”
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You are baptized. You are precious.
You are God’ s child.
No matter what God will always love you and
never leave you.
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Many people believe that they need to read the entire Bible and live a pious life
in order to be baptized. On one hand, when someone is baptized
they make a public confession of their faith and become a church member.
One the other hand, baptism is not about getting more responsibilities, but being
liberated from the things of the world. In baptism, there are no requirements,
God accepts you just as you are. I have a parable about a kite that I think will help you
understand. Kites can fly high because they are connected to you by a string.
Without the string, they cant fly. The string doesn t limit the kite,
but actually enables the Kite to soar.
The string is like your relationship with God.
Another example that may help you is to think of a mother with her baby.
The mother gives her baby milk and nutrition simply out of love.
The baby doesn t do anything and can't do anything to earn the mother s love,
but the mother provides for her baby because of love.
The world changes quickly and our daily lives are always changing,
but baptism will always remain the same. Once baptized,
you will always be a child of God. Baptism is a gift from God.
This gift is meant for all people.

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Go therefore and make disciples of all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them
to obey everything that I have commanded you.
